Garbage Update: 

11.8.22 (1 pm) Garbage #UPDATE: Due to the Solid Waste Authority 
closure, there will be NO waste pickup on Wed., Nov. 9.  Please do not put 
any YARD WORK OR START CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS.

 

Consequently, WM of Palm Beach will suspend all collection operations for 
Wednesday, November 9, 2022, and we will update everyone accordingly if this 
closure extends.  Resuming post-storm operations will depend on storm damage, safety 
assessments, and open disposal facilities.  A decision for Thursday’s waste collection 
will be announced by 3:00 PM November 9.   

- Residential customers should expect service on their next scheduled service day. 

- Commercial customers should expect service on their next scheduled service day. 

o The only exception is one time per week customers who will receive service 
on the day we resume operations 

- Roll-off customers will have services delayed until we reopen.   

o Scheduled roll-off customers should expect a 1-2 day delay, and on call 
customers will receive appropriate expectations when they call in for 
service. 

At this time, we ask that you remind residents to refrain from placing additional bulky 
items at curbside as these items may become dangerous projectiles during a major 
storm.

Palm Tran will suspend 
service at noon on Wednesday.
